Everything You Need to Know to Swim at Georgia Tech

Our club is very fortunate to have access to one of the best swimming facilities in the country.  We meet at the Georgia Tech Campus Recreation Center every Sunday at 3:00pm and Monday at 7:45pm to swim in the Competition Pool.  Our lanes are reserved from 3:00 – 4:30pm on Sundays and 8:00 – 9:30pm on Mondays.
 
If you plan to attend our Sunday and/or Monday group swims at Georgia Tech, you will need to obtain a Georgia Tech “Buzz Card”.  The Buzz Card grants you entrance to the facility for our scheduled group swims, as well as any clinics or workshops we may have at other times throughout the year.  
The following information is mandatory to register for your GA Tech Buzz Card:
 
Name as it appears on your drivers’ license
Date of birth
Gender
Email address
 
This information is needed to establish a Georgia Tech ID#.   The Buzz Card Center typically processes the information within 24 hours.
The steps for obtaining a Buzz Card are indicated below.  It will take at least three business days to get your Buzz Card.  
 
You must complete all steps before you can attend a group swim.
Step 1:  Complete the PTC Registration Form and return it to Nancy Nusbaum along with a check for the dues or register online using SignMeUp.
Step 2: Wait to receive an email from Nancy, confirming GA Tech has established your Georgia Tech ID#. 

You will be notified by Nancy via email the earliest day/time you can go to Georgia Tech Campus Recreation Center to have your picture taken.   

 

Step 3:  Go to GA Tech Rec Center and get your picture taken:
When you get to the Rec Center, go to the Membership Desk to have your picture taken and let them know you are with Peachtree Tri Club.  
The normal business hours of the Membership Desk are MF 10-4 and TWTh 10-8.  These are the only available times to have your picture taken.  
You will need to bring $30 (check, MC or Visa Debit or Credit ONLY *NO CASH*) to pay for your card.  If you would like to be reimbursed, please mail your receipt to the Treasurer, Jeremy Berk.  His mailing address is 1056 Kentucky Ave. NE, Atlanta, GA 30306.  Jeremy will mail you a reimbursement check for $30 within two weeks.  
The Buzz Card is good forever.  If you lose your card, you will need to cover the replacement cost on your own.
Step 4:  Pick-up your Buzz Card at Georgia Tech Rec Center:
Your Buzz Card is available for pick up at the Campus Recreation Center Membership Desk as early as the day after your picture is taken.
Again, you must complete all steps before you can attend a group swim.

Parking is available at no charge on Tech Parkway and Ferst Drive beginning at 5:00pm. Parking is also available at no charge in the Student Center deck from 7:00pm until midnight. The Student Center deck is located at 391 Ferst Drive, NW.

If you are a visitor to the club, or you are a club member bringing a visitor to one of the group swims or you would like to swim during another time during GA Tech's Recreational Swim Hours:
1.)   The visitor must complete the Georgia Tech Campus Recreation Membership Application and include their credit or debit card number.  Disregard where it says 3 month minimum payment is required - just write-in the appropriate specific date.  
2.)   Take the completed form and a copy of your USA Triathlon card* or USA Masters swim card* to the Member Services desk.  
3.)   They will provide the visitor pass to you.  The one-time entrance fee is $10. This amount will not be reimbursed by the club.
 
*You must have one of these group membership cards in order to swim at GA Tech Rec Center as a visitor.  Once you are a member of the club, it will not be necessary.  We recommend obtaining a USAT membership card, especially if you plan to race in a triathlon this year.  You are able to register for membership online and print out a temporary membership card.  One year memberships start at $39.  If you plan to race this year without a membership, you will be required to purchase a one-day membership for $10 at each race.
 
**If you are a current member and you haven’t had your card switched to the new Prox System, please be sure that is done by the end of April 2009.  The way you can tell if your card has been switched to the Prox System is by looking at the back of your card.  You should have “555” at the beginning of the second set of numbers.  If you have the “555”, you are set up on the new Prox System.  If you do not have the “555”, you will need to leave your card at the membership desk, let them know you need to have your card switched over and pick it up the next time you are at GA Tech.
